2) Any failure by the receiver/consignee to take delivery of the consignment; and

3) Any storage, demurrage or detention charges (of whatever nature) or any costs of disposal, destruction or salvage of the shipment(s), whether or not the discharge of these shipments takes place at the originally designated port, and

4) Any costs and fees incurred in connection with administrative or legal proceedings being commenced against you or any of your servants or agents in connection with the discharge of the goods; we will provide you from time to time with sufficient funds to defend yourself against said actions.

No statement relating to the contents, quality, description or value of the above- referenced shipment(s) shall limit our liabilities and responsibilities in any way or exempt us from said liabilities and responsibilities.

Our obligations under this letter of indemnity shall be irrevocable and unconditional under any and all circumstances and shall not be subject to any deduction or offset for any reason whatsoever.
